
The GREY GOOSE DERBY 
The Derby will take place on Saturday night starting at 7:30 p.m.  There will be eight 
teams with each team consisting of two amateurs and one professional.  The 16 amateurs 
that will play include 9 selected sponsors and Friday’s low net score in each of 7 flights.  
Friday’s eight low professionals will also be eligible to play.  The 3-person teams will be 
announced on Friday night.  Pari-mutuel betting will then open immediately and remain 
open until the start of the Derby on Saturday.  Anyone can bet on any of the eight 
teams to win, place, or show in the derby.  Minimum bet is $5.  Odds will be adjusted 
with every bet, with the final odds being set as the players go off.  Look for the betting 
booth that will have up-to-the-minute odds displayed.  The format for the eight teams 
will be alternate shot.  Teams decide their order of play at the start of each hole.  All 
eight teams will play #1 and the three highest scoring teams will be eliminated.  In the 
case of any ties there will be a chip-off at the green (all team members hit the 
shot…closest to the hole wins).  The five remaining teams will play #2, and two teams will 
be eliminated.  The remaining three teams will play #17, and one team will be eliminated.  
The final two teams will play #18 for the championship.  SPECTATORS ARE WELCOMED 
AND ENCOURAGED – YOU WILL NOT WANT TO MISS IT!

TEAM CALCUTTA (Pre-Bidding & Live Bidding) 
Calcutta bidding sheets will be posted in the Clubhouse that allows anyone to PRE-BID on 
any team in increments of $50.  The Calcutta will be paid out based on Saturday’s team 
scores only!  The team scores are the three net best balls of the four players including 
the professional.  The LIVE BIDDING will begin at 9:30 p.m. on Friday evening.  The 
highest bidder for each team will purchase that team. 
Payoff will be as follows (all ties will split the money): 
1st Place – 38% of total pot 
2nd Place – 28% of total pot 
3rd Place – 18% of total pot 
4th Place – 8% of total pot 
The Pro-Am will take 8% of the total pot and use it to help cover the expenses of the 
tournament.
